WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT GOLD:





14k gold is a metal that contains 14 out of 24 parts of real gold, making it very unlikely to cause an allergic reaction.  24k gold, which is pure gold, is very soft and not practical for most jewelry.  Therefore, 14k gold is more commonly used.  The gold alloy that results from mixing pure gold with another metal retains the color of gold, but is much better suited for every-day wear that pieces are exposed to, as well as being less expensive.





Although harder than pure gold, 14k is still soft enough that it is best to avoid storing multiple pieces together.  Keeping a cloth between pieces will prevent them from scratching each other in your jewelry box.
