FACTS ABOUT GOLD:





Gold-filled pieces have a thick layer of karat gold (not pure gold) that is applied over a base metal. For both silver and gold-filled items, the weight of the outer layer of metal (silver or gold) must be at least 1.20 the weight of the item to be considered “filled”.  Jewelry containing gold-filled components can be cared for in the same way as 14k gold.

New Properties Finders Fee





It is the policy of the WEGM to reward its members with a finders fee for locating new properties for the club to lease.
