CAMP AND MINNING AREAS, SITE REQUIREMENTS:





#5. Abandoned Camp sites- It is the member’s responsibility to remove all trash, broken or torn equipment from the camp site upon leaving the camp site.  If a camp is not utilized (staying overnight) for a period of six (6) months, the Board of Directors has the authority to remove and dispose of all such equipment left on the property.

New Properties Finders Fee





It is the policy of the WEGM to reward its members with a finders fee for locating new properties for the club to lease.
