By Laws:

The board approved a change in the By-Laws modifying the date of the elections so that they will take place in November instead of August starting in 2022. As a result, the 2022 newly-elected members will take office the first part of the calendar year 2023.





New Business:


Raffles for the picnic: Ray Sparks #2610 made a motion to approve the expenditure of $4,971.00  ($1657.00  for each of the Blue, Green and Yellow raffle tickets) which has already been collected from raffles and will be used for the purchase of the picnic raffle prizes. Mark Nesbitt #2854 seconded, and the majority passed.





Campsites: As a reminder, campsites need to be approved by the board. Additionally, campsites must be 50 feet from a creek. Runoffs are different from creeks.





As an additional reminder, all RVs, utility trailers, etc. need permits on file and Judy Johnson #1581 will issue the stickers. If a member gives or sells an RV or utility trailer to another member, they must get a permit. If they move to another campsite, it has to be approved by the board. Paperwork for a permit needs to be notarized. Notaries may be found at most UPS stores, a courthouse and other locations.





Lastly, members please clean up campsites. Remove trash, trim weeds, keep equipment put away, etc. It is the responsibility of the member to clean up their individual campsite. If a member prefers not to take on this responsibility, then they may choose to relinquish their site.

New Properties Finders Fee
